Ballet Classes:  Black leotard, pink tights, ballet shorts or 

skirt (optional), hair pulled back in bun. Shoes: Pink split 

sole ballet shoes 

 
Kiddie Combo/ TBJ Classes: Any style/color leotard & 

tights. For boys: fitted white or black t-shirt with black 

shorts or dance pants. * Shoes: Purchase Preferred style 

of shoes for this class in the office - Black tap shoes with 

buckles and pink stretch ballet shoes with no 

drawstrings 

 
Acro Classes: Black leotard & black bike shorts or black 

unitard. NO BAGGY SHIRTS! Hair must back and away 

from face. Shoes: black acro/gymnastic shoes 

 
Tap I Shoes: Black tap shoes with sewn elastic straps or 

buckles. NO BOW TIES 

 
Tap II, III, IV Shoes: Jazz tap oxford color determined by 

teacher 

 
Jazz & Musical Theater Shoes: Black split sole jazz oxfords 

 
Hip-Hop Shoes: Black dance sneakers;

Hair: All hair shoulder length or longer must be tied back and 

out of face.
